APPLY FOR THE MISSOURI PROPERTY TAX CREDIT

The Missouri Property Tax Credit Claim (also known as “Circuit Breaker”) gives credit to certain senior citizens and 100
percent disabled individuals for a portion of the real estate taxes or rent they have paid for the year. The credit is for a
maximum of $750 for renters and $1,100 for owners who owned and occupied their home. The actual credit is based on
the amount of real estate taxes or rent paid and total household income.
In order to qualify:
¢ As a homeowner, your TOTAL household income is below $30,000 for a single person or $34,000 for a married
couple.
¢ As arenter, your TOTAL household income is less than $27,500 for a single person or $29,500 for a married
couple.
¢ You or your spouse must be 65 or over as of December 31, 2015; OR you or your spouse must be 100%
disabled as a result of military service, regardless of age; OR you or your spouse must be a disabled person;
OR you must be a surviving spouse at least age 60 receiving Social Security benefits.
¢ You must have paid property tax on or rented the homestead you occupied during 2015. This also includes a
room in a nursing home or an apartment.
¢ You DO NOT rent from a non-profit organization.
If you meet all of these qualifications, complete Form MO-PTC. If you would like assistance in filing for this credit, please
call Leigh Manalang, Senior Ministry Coordinator, at 481-1133. She is available to help any seniors in the parish or
neighborhood, including any who are homebound, with the Property Tax Credit forms. Please note: If you file a Missouri
Income Tax return, this should be done by your tax preparer as part of your tax return.

AARP provides free Tax-Aide sites from February through the middle of April for older taxpayers. You can call 1-888-
227-7669 or e-mail taxaide@aarp.org to find a tax preparation site near your home and schedule an appointment.
