Q&A: SENIOR FRAUD

QUESTION: My neighbor was a victim of fraud recently. | worry that other seniors will fall for similar scams. What can be
done?

ANSWER: Offenders who commit fraud often pick on the elderly because of their assumption that they are “easy”
targets. These criminals hone in on seniors’ perceived inability to use technology, their weaker support networks, and
occasionally their physical and/or mental disabilities. By taking advantage of the relative weaknesses of older people,
these thieves establish trust with their victims in order to manipulate them. Our elders are often easier to establish
contact with because they are lonely and desire companionship. They are often forced to rely on others for their physical
and/or financial care.

If you or someone you know might be a victim of or at risk for senior fraud, know that you are not alone. There are
numerous resources to help guide you through this difficult process.
