BOOK OF REMEMBRANCE 

ALL SAINTS DAY 

     At our 8:00 AM Mass on November 2, we celebrate 

the feast of All Souls’ by naming those from our parish 

who have died in the past year. We mention each 

deceased person in a special prayer.  A candle with their 

name on it is placed in the 

sanctuary. Family members are 

invited to take the candle home 

with them after the Mass or the 

next weekend when they come to 

Church.   

     If you have a family member who died this past year 

and is not being remembered at an All Souls celebration 

at another parish please contact the parish office and we 

will include them in our celebration of their lives. 

      In asking the question:    

Will I take seriously my 
gospel commitment when I 
vote? We know that the 

gospels reveal the heart of Jesus’ experience and vision.  

The long tradition of Catholic Social Teaching has applied 

Jesus’ vision to social, economic, and political issues.  

Forming and examining our consciences in light of the 

gospel values helps us to evaluate candidates and 

platforms. 

     Catholic Social Teaching includes the statements of 

the popes, the Second Vatican Council, and conferences 

of bishops that have addressed critical national and 

international issues such as human dignity, work and 

economic development, the common good, justice, and 

war and peace. 

     The bishops stress that all issues must be considered, 

but all do not have the same weight.  The bishops state 

that some actions ought never be done.  They give a 

lengthy list of examples that start with abortion and 

euthanasia.  The bishops state that there can be 

principled debate about how to respond to other issues 

and offer another lengthy list that includes environmental 

degradation and the death penalty. 

     Before every presidential election in the last forty 

years, the Catholic bishops of the United States have 

issued a statement on political responsibility and faithful 

citizenship.  The document entitled Forming Consciences 
for Faithful Citizenship can be found at www.usccb.org.

TRICK OR TREAT AT THE RECTORY 

A TOUCH OF THE PHARISEE 

For her, it's a big box of crayons. Actually, it's a metal tin 

that once held a Christmas fruitcake. Every Tuesday 

afternoon, she takes the crayons and the coloring sheets 

she has prepared and meets with the preschoolers in the 

parish's religious education program. She goes over the 

prayers she has taught them. She tells them a story 

about Jesus - and then the kids dig into the crayons to 

color a picture from the story. While they color, they ask 

all kinds of questions and she responds to them all. At 

the end of each class, she and the kids are little closer to 

God. Crayons are their sycamore trees. 

  

For him, it's his calculator. During the tax season, the 

retired accountant spends three mornings a week at the 

community center, helping the elderly complete and file 

their tax returns. For him, completing these forms is a 

breeze - but for the elderly, for the poor, for those for 

whom English is not their first language, filing a tax return 

can be terrifying. But he and his calculator - his sycamore 

tree - bring peace and assurance to his clients. 

  

He's 11 years old and loves the Food Channel. He's 

become quite the baker - he particularly likes to make 

cookies and bread. With Mom and Dad's support and 

occasional help, he takes over the kitchen after school 

one afternoon a week to bake three dozen cookies for 

the local food kitchen and fresh bread for their holiday 

meals. The young baker brings the tastes and smells of 

home to kids his own age who don't have one - all 

through the sycamore tree of his baking sheets. 

  

Like the sycamore tree that Zacchaeus climbs, we 

can meet Jesus by "climbing" our own sycamore 

trees; we can bring "salvation" to our own homes 

and parishes and communities by using the "leg up" 

we have to work with in order to realize God's 

Kingdom of generosity, mercy and peace. Christ 

calls us, as he calls Zacchaeus, to recognize our own 

gifts and abilities and being willing to use them to 

bring peace and consolation to others; to let the 

"light" of our faith in the goodness of God shatter the 

darkness of hopelessness and alienation around us; 

to "make manifest the glory of God within us" in 

order to transform and reconcile our world in the life 

and love of God.

FIRE & BURN SAFETY 
     If you missed this month’s Aging Wisely seminar, you have the chance to learn about critical fire & burn safety in 

November. 

     Two months after his high school graduation, Mark Esker suffered a horrific burn trauma injury. Burns covered 66% 

of his body and he was given a 20% chance of survival. Despite the bleak odds, Mark survived and went on to college 

and graduate school.  

     Mark has his Master’s Degree in Social Work and has worked at several area hospitals and the Alzheimer’s 

Association. He is currently the Peer Support and Education Director at Burns Recovered, a local non-profit dedicated 

to supporting burn survivors and their families.  

     Hear Mark’s story and burn prevention tips on Wednesday, November 9th. Burns and fire-related injuries are the 

2nd leading cause of death from home accidents among older adults. The month with the most home fires is November. 

The event will be hosted in Memorial Hall of Southwest Baptist Church, 6401 Scanlan Ave. from 11:30 am to 1:00 pm.

COMPARING MEDICARE PLANS 
Information provided by Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services 

Q:  Where can I get help with making the right Medicare Health and/or Drug Plan Choice for 

2017? I think I need some help in doing all of this. 

A: Medicare and our partners are here to help! You, a relative, or someone you trust can go on the internet, at 

www.medicare.gov/find-a-plan to compare the coverage you have now with all of the 2017 options available in 

your area. All the information you need, including plan quality ratings, has been posted. If you want to make a 

change, you can do that online, too.  

     If you would feel more comfortable meeting with someone in person, please call Leigh Manalang, MSW, at St. 

Stephen’s parish office 481-1133. You can also get one-on-one help from the State Health Insurance Assistance 

Program (SHIP) in Missouri. They offer free unbiased counseling and assistance as they are a grantee program of 

the Medicare agency. They can help you in person by appointment or over the phone, compare plans, and even 

enroll you into a new one now through December 7. The number to reach this program is 1-800-390-3330 and is 

called CLAIM (Community Leaders Assisting the Insured of Missouri).
